SRAM’s new “Rival” group is the running gear of choice for derailleurs, shifters and brake levers, while Cannondale  provides the stopping power with high-clearance carbon-fiber center-pull brakes.  Mavic Aksium wheels are clad with Maxxis Raze Foldable 700 x 35 tires; a San Marco Ponza Lux saddle completes the spec.  

The Tim Johnson Signature TJX bike can be seen most weekends this fall and winter on a cyclocross course near you – with Tim Johnson himself on board!  Tim and his wife, pro cycling superstar, Lyne Bessette are competing in over twenty UCI-sanctioned cyclocross races during the 2007-08 season, traveling back and forth across North America in the “Team LEER” Toyota Tundra 4WD pickup truck provided and outfitted by LEER, the nation’s leading producer of fiberglass truck caps and tonneaus.
